WRUA has therefore asked for a guarantee of service provision to the service contract in order to
secure the bond rate. Mr. Sigman gave staff’s recommendation for approval. Mr. Sigman noted
that this revision was more of a housekeeping matter and reminded the board that the District
holds a seat on the board of WRUA.

Chairman Cook made a motion on behalf of the Audit Committee that the board approve
the revision to West Rankin Utility Authority Contract as presented. Mrs. Jennifer Hall
seconded the motion.

Mr. Burgess noted this contract would be separate from the aquatic spraying managed by
MDWFP. Mr. Burgess explained this spraying is handled from land, approximately 25 to 30
acres. Previous contracts have been for approximately $11,000. This request is for solicitation
of quotes only; the received quotes would be brought back to the board for final approval.

Chairman Cook made a motion on behalf of the Audit Committee to approve the request
to receive quotes for the 2016 herbicide spraying contract as presented. Mr. John Pittman
seconded the motion.
